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Superhero Research Project


This interest-guided project has two parts. This part, the first, culminates with a powerpoint project. The second culminates with an original graphic novel. The steps below explain the stages of the first project and the expectations. This project is worth 100 points. Enjoy. Be sure to record all sources of information, properly documented, for a bibiliography. 

1. Choose a superhero. Try to choose someone with whom you are unfamiliar and about whom you might learn something you don't already know. I will give you one day to scan the internet and books and talk to your friends in an effort to choose a figure that interests you. I suggest you find someone who has a history in graphic novels (or comic books) and not a new figure. Once you've chosen, let me know. 
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Trace the history of the figure. You may use any reliable online source but try to have at least two different places to corroborate this information. Find out when the figure first appeared, in what context, how the figure changed over time, what unique groups or unions the figure is associated with, what major changing events happened to the figure. Consider as well, how your figure has contributed to the genre. 

3. Find out who the major developers and contributors are to this figure. Who invented him? Who drew her? Who reinvented the figure? List as well other projects these figures may have been associated with or worked on.

4. List major issues (collectors items) that your figure appeared in. How much are they worth? Why are these significant comics?

5. Other. Consider any other interesting information you come across that may be worth sharing.

6. Place all of this information in a powerpoint project that has no fewer than 10 pages. Project needs to have title page and bibliography. All pages should have pictures and no page should overload with words. Create lists, not paragraphs.
