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Graphic Novel

Superhero Comic

Follow the following steps in creating a superhero comic of your own that is 15-20 panels in length. This project is worth 160 points and each stage is worth a certain amount of credit. 

1. 10 points. Draft and sketch your hero or villain in your journal. Though I expect you’ll have plenty of pages, you need at least one page of description that explains everything about your figure: name, alias, background, skills, weaknesses, motivation, setting, etc. This should also address the qualities we’ve listed in class. 
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2. 20 points. Once you are done creating a character, you now need to create a script. So, brainstorm and write a scene, or several scenes, that are in-line with your character’s background and motivation. This should be at least 2 pages long, though I expect longer. You are not making it in comic form yet so just write it as if it were a story—from beginning to end.
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3. The third stage is to begin the Comic Express method of making a comic (we reviewed this in class): 
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10 points. Script translated into a sequence of panels
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b. 20 points. Storyboard
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4. 100 points. Assembly and Text/Captions. This is the final project. You need to decide on what images you want to use in your comic: You may use stick figures which I can scan an email to you, you can take pictures, you can use clipart, you can use Pixton, you can draw in any style you choose…whatever you use, be consistent and take pride in your work. This will be graded according to the consistency and creativity.
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Whatever you choose, the final product needs to be in high quality and needs to be EDITED! Take pride in this work. 
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
